
Cycling is permitted on all routes shown in RED
Cycling is NOT permitted on all routes shown in BLACK

The waymarked cycle trail is approx. 12 miles in length and well marked.
It uses the old railway line network and wide stoned tracks. The Circular route is
marked with tall posts with yellow track marks and black arrows and directional 
fingerposts. Recommended direction is clockwise following the signposts to 
Drybrook Road Station.

Links to and from the circular route are marked with tall posts with yellow track 
marks and natural arrows. There are links to Coleford, Lydbrook, Cinderford and
Mallards Pike Lake.

There are possible shortcuts for those who wish to take them BUT the condition of
these routes is unpredictable and users must proceed with care. The shortcuts 
are marked with small posts and purple arrows.
